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CONVICTION 1 - GOVERNANCE/SUPRANATIONAL

THE ESTABLISHMENT AND MAINTENANCE OF A HUMANITARIAN VANGUARD ORGANIZATION

THE WHAT

A global organization with enforcement power within national states. This authority is grounded in NGO

(non-governmental organization) presence at the grassroots level of society. It is inhabited and run by
those who have sworn an altruistic loyalty to humanity, renounced all national loyalties, and hold

planetary citizenship.

This organization will enforce Article 28 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights entitling all

humans to a social and international order in which the rights of the UDHR can be fully realized. Such an
international and social order exists meagerly today with nations making the collective interest of
humanity subordinate to the short term interest of governments. The situation is unacceptable and
requires an institution dedicated to humanity above all nations to remedy. This organization will come

to be known as the Planetary Directive. The establishment of such a formation will accompany the

international redefinition of national state sovereignty to give rise to a more humanistic global order and

end the disrespect for the human condition that has made it anarchic, chaotic, and unhistorical. Above
the level of national interest must exist a collective human interest that such a humanitarian vanguard

will endeavor to defend.

The vanguard comes in the form of both a military (see "formation of a humanitarian army") and a

civilian administration primarily concerning itself with legal matters including the analysis of
international affairs in order to assess where intervention is most needed. Upon its establishment, it may
be feasible to expand the definition of such a vanguard to facilitate some cogent form of supranational
governance. This is, however, purely speculation as supranational governance cannot come into being on
its own merits due to the anarchic nature of the international system. First, it must manifest itself as a

protector of human rights and steadily expand its jurisdiction as needed.

Supranational means transcendence of national power and not the inclusion of it. It is to break a large
taboo of politics and the international system by introducing an actor higher than the national state.

This, in the interest of protecting humanity both holistically and inclusively, is this conviction's objective.
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THE WHY

The destiny of humanity cannot solely be understood or defined in terms of national territories. In an
interconnected world of problems, where the effects of bad decisions and tyranny will not respect the
territorial divisions that caused them, an apparatus must be present to correct transnational imbalances
that are created through the unequal distribution of global power. Human rights are compromised for
national interest all too often. Nations, by their very definition, cannot be expected to have an
altruistic, moral responsibility to the human condition because of the tribal nature of their
foundations. Such a responsibility is, in any case, unfair to expect national states to maintain but is one
that is nonetheless necessary to recognize in the absence of a humanitarian vanguard. With the
introduction of such an organization, sovereignty can be better protected as governments will steadily
no longer see the necessity to topple tyrants and establish internal order beyond their borders as this

task will be executed by an impartial, supranational authority.

National states cannot have binding authority in such a humanitarian vanguard since they will convolute
the coherent defense of human rights with party interest and the vanguard will therefore suffer many of
the same maladies that afflict the United Nations today. It is necessary, in the interest of the universal
nature of human rights, to defend them with an entity that has no notion of ethnic, national, or state
loyalty but merely renders judgments in the collective best interest of humanity as defined by

established international covenants.

THE HOW

Through lobbying, protesting, organizing NGOs to advocate the idea of a supranational agency,
pressuring governments, and making the precepts of the creation of a humanitarian vanguard a
legitimate and mainstream political agenda. Such advocacy efforts must illuminate to governments the

prospects of benefit under such a system where sovereignty can be defended by more than balance of



power politics and not so wantonly violated by nationalistic expansionist aspirations. True sovereignty

and independence can only exist in an international order with the will and the means to defend it.

The rise of a powerful organization of NGOs will prelude the existence of the humanitarian vanguard and
steadily adapt itself to this role until the political community calls an international regulator into
existence. The creation of a mass campaign of NGOs and non-state organizations must gear itself toward

advocating the creation of such a regulator as it is clearly in the interest of their work to do so.

The development of legal, economic, political, and humanitarian policies by the initial formations and
institutions in favor of the creation of an international vanguard must come to bear so they are prepared

to establish an organization that has international regulatory capabilities.

Demonstrations, the contact and connection of humanitarians, the building of strong lobbies,
engagement of notable figures , media promotion, internet advocacy, and the formulation and
implementation of solutions by affiliated NGOs to demonstrate the competences of a reformed

paradigm of international affairs.

Globally, humanitarians must organize themselves, outsource to the building of national political parties,
and organize appropriate humanitarian entities into a powerful alliance for the reform of the global
system. By these means, a regulatory body will be built and preside over the governing of the primordial
fate of humanity. This conviction is to be considered the primary Neoist objective and the achievement

toward which all our efforts are directed.
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CONVICTION 2 - ORGANIZATIONS/SOCIETY

THE ORGANIZATION OF NGOS (NON-GOVERNMENTAL ORGANIZATIONS) INTO A POWERFUL
FORMATION CAPABLE OF DEFENDING THE INTERESTS OF CIVIL SOCIETY

THE WHAT

A vast campaign to unify and synergize NGOs (non-governmental organizations) into productive
relationships that collectively lobby for the installment of a humanitarian vanguard. This
initiative is known as the Global Equinox Agenda and is intended to unify the most marginalized
sphere of human relations, that of civil society, and give it a voice in conventional politics. The
public sphere (the government) and the private sphere (businesses and economy) have enjoyed
a supremacy over politics and global affairs at the expense of those that, through conviction,
loyalty, responsibility, and understanding, have spent their lives devoted to humanitarian
endeavors and humanistic projects; what can be designated as the civil sphere. But the creative
and progressive faculties of innovators and social revolutionaries are held back by the greedy
agendas and limiting prospects of the private sphere and undermined by the conflict-ridden
relationships of governments. Civil society must form a strong political formation to counteract

this marginalization and build their power and influence in global affairs.

This initiative, however, cannot stop at the unity of civil society. It must learn to want more. To
go all the way by establishing a supranational organization consistent of planetary citizens, as
outlined in the first conviction, and giving birth to a world order built on the principles of human

rights and collective action founded long ago, but are alas nowhere near being realized. This is



the opportunity for NGOs, most of which unavoidably affirm the principles of human rights, to

act as vehicles of a historic change.

THE WHY

By virtue of its sheer size civil society, if only it would consolidate, change society overnight. If it
formed a political union, it could defend its interests against nationalist agendas with more

competence and conviction as well as procuring more funds and publicity.

In a world driven by the attainment of gain there seldom comes along a person willing to
sacrifice for the collective sanctity of the human condition. Because of this, civil society must
endeavor to make its initiatives have greater importance on the political stage. Synthesis
proposes it does this through a common collectivization of resources within a democratic
framework so all NGOs signatory to the program have an equal voice and an equal prospect of
growth. With collectivized resources, such an organization possesses enough capital to start into
profitable business ventures so volunteers can be given real incentive to commit their activities
toward inciting human development. The organization of civil society into one framework
collectively gives it power and individually gives NGOs the political and economic support they

need to expand their operations.

The majority of NGOs have such a devotion to fundamental human development and
advancement. Under the leadership of a unity of NGOs, the humanitarian cause can only
prosper since organization and unity mean strength and influence. NGOs and civil society have
a responsibility to themselves and the human condition to make these changes, dispel needless
conflict between themselves, and consolidate into an international solidarity movement with
the courage to protect humanity and build human awareness vicariously, competently, and

globally.



THE HOW

Through linking key NGO leaders in negotiated pacts, collectivizing NGO resources in a
democratic framework, Synthesis members getting involved with the NGO apparatus and
building an array of relevant contacts, and demonstrating the wisdom of unity to NGO officials
(see GEA initiative for more details). For this synergy to take place and the institution to be built,
NGOs must realize their common interest in making the international arena a more orderly
environment in which they can conduct their operations without the ignorant interference that
many of them have been forced to tolerate at the hands of governments and other actors.
Synthesis must build an awareness of these political prospects in the civil society community

through media activity and advocacy campaigns.

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CONVICTION 3- MILITARY/DEFENSE

FORMATION OF A HUMANITARIAN ARMED FORCE CAPABLE OF UNILATERALLY POLICING
HUMAN RIGHTS ABUSES

THE WHAT
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A global humanitarian force that receives its mandates from a responsible and democratically
accountable international regulatory organization. National states and governments do not hold
command or political influence over this peacemaking force and national interests cannot control where
humanitarian interventions are directed. Rather, these missions must be decided by a council of

planetary citizens with expertise in the field.

Such missions will not be determined by political interest because ideological parties will be banned from
functioning in the council that determines the use of these armed forces and the broader humanitarian
organization from which the council is drawn. Logistical, tactical, and strategic considerations are to
take precedence over the politics of party interest and squabbling state diplomacy. There exists
inalienable rights that must be protected by armed forces if the situation necessitates their intervention.
In principle, all humanity is entitled to such a force according under the express will of several signed and
binding international documents. There is, however, no enforcement of these ideals and this is what the

third conviction makes provisions for.

It is only natural for advocates of humanitarianism to be somewhat tentative when it comes to the
subject of a military. After all, the objective of peace is what governs most humanitarian action. There
exists, however, a powerful necessity to bring armed forces into the equation in order to protect
humanitarian efforts in conflict zones and overthrow those powers that disregard the precepts governing
human rights and humane governance. To ensure enforcement, there must be the threat of force and
the ability to follow through. We cannot have any illusions about the ill-intentions of the tyrants and
abusers. If criminal power structures could be eradicated without the use of armed forces, the United
Nations would have met with more success in enforcing its principles as national interest dictates states
contribute the bare minimum amount of troops possible to peacekeeping missions. As a result, even
when the bureaucracy and negotiating are done with, at best only skeletal forces are contributed but
only after "diplomatic" solutions have been exhausted. These diplomatic solutions are often not
economic sanctions or diplomatic retribution but the UN's member states squabbling over how the
mission should be put together and how reprimands should be enforced. By the time the process of
humanitarian intervention culminates in troops being sent, the genocides have happened, the towns

have been burnt, and the society has been destroyed beyond all short term repair. Then their comes the



issue of creating provisions for that repair and no outside intervention is known to the effected society

other than the listless trickles of NGO intervention.

Two fundamental modifications need to be made: First, a permanent standing humanitarian army must
be convened under impartial leadership of an institution of the nature outlined in conviction one.
Second, NGOs must be unified and organized under a central authority to provide cogent relief for

affected areas after the humanitarian troops have secured the area militarily.

THE WHY

In almost every genocide and atrocity in which international forces have been called upon to intervene
nothing but failure follows. Peacekeepers are sent out ill-equipped into the jaws of death. Even in the
most clear-cut of situations, where strong military intervention is obviously a necessity, the United
Nations and the national states running it adopt a policy of cowardice and indifference. These afflictions
are systemic and will not subside with a change in leadership within the United Nations or the national
states that participate within it. Humanitarian action must be universal in orientation. To entrust a
universal responsibility for the human race to self-interested factions of it makes an effective
humanitarian ethos impossible to form. Thus the United Nations and its national states must be

circumvented in the process of intervention.

Clearly, nations cannot be relied upon to contribute forces where they are needed and enough to make a
difference therefore a supranational humanitarian force must be organized, equipped, and trained. NGO
workers and civilian organizations providing relief in violent conditions need protection by peacemakers
so their work can continue without the threat of massacre, intimidation, and kidnapping. International
order is unattainable without an armed formation ready and willing to police abuses of human rights and

stop atrocities before they happen.

THE HOW

Clearly a humanitarian armed force is an institution that can only be run and commanded by a

competent and well-established organization with R2P (responsibility to protect) and W21 (will to

intervene). However, this is not an endeavor that can or will rely on the express consent of national
states thus such a humanitarian force may be vigilante in character; all great formations start out as

blasphemies.

The best thing Synthesis members can do to advocate the creation of these humanitarian forces is to
organize and contact former UN peacekeepers that are disillusioned with the inaction of conventional
international institutions. With their expertise and experience behind us we can begin the effective
avocation for the creation of a global peacemaking force as those who see the necessity for such reforms

steadily rally behind our ideas.
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CONVICTION 4 - HISTORY/DEVELOPMENT

THE FACILITATION OF TRANSNATIONAL HUMAN CONNECTION AND COOPERATION TO ASSIST
DEVELOPMENT AND EMERGENCE FROM SELF-IGNORANCE

| THE WHAT

to self-centered Greek city-states, from medieval realms to multinational empires, from militaristic
police-states to the modern system of globally interconnected nation-states, we have grown in the
expanse of our political and social perceptions. Despite its fragmented nature, the modern system of
national states are part of one universal system. It is this universal system, the cultural and economic
exchanges that define it, through which humanity has made this era the most prosperity-filled in human
history. This comes down to an awareness of itself and the lands beyond one's own. When we only knew
of our own country, we were isolated from the resources and the innovations on other continents. When
these resources were unlocked by discovery and integration humanity collectively prospered. When
certain resources and awareness were not available to humans collectively, we suffered. It comes down,
in the most practical terms, to a question of utility. Under the modern system, utility flourishes because
most resources are mutually attainable for the objectives of scientific advance and as a result humanity
prospers, more than it would if fragments of it were confined in their interactions to their own
territories. In this sense, history has not been so much a battle between friend and foe but a conflict
between self-ignorance and awareness, waged individually, collectively, and within ourselves. As self-
ignorance, that is our ignorance to human societies beyond our own, subsides matters usually evolve
and peaceful relations generally follow. The countries of the European Union, for example, waged two of
the biggest wars in human history against each other. Now, because of the facilitation of awareness
building through EU initiatives and institutions, no war has been waged between the countries of the
union for decades. The process of connection as a facilitator for peace is too uniform in our world to

ignore. The only problems are self-ignorance always looms over these accomplishments and threatens to



return in times of crisis and such institutions are still dominated by party-interest and nationalist

considerations.

A shift in philosophical perception must be made so that we may better understand historical laws that
FNBE y2GKAYy3 Y2NB (KFIy KdzYryixAieQa RAaAO0O20SNE 2F Ada:
this of self-discovery. There is more that a geographical component to this. Nowadays, in a world fully
discovered, we face something that previous generations have never faced: the transition from a mere
drifting together dictated by economic and political conveniences, toward real prospects of an active and
cogent policy of human integration. As this integration takes place and with awareness and utility
increased, humanity will accelerate its developmental process toward the inevitable conclusion of its
unity as dictated by historical law and necessity. The only question remains is how long it will take. Will it
take hundreds of years as divided we drag the nationalist establishments and those indulgent in self-
ignorance kicking and screaming? Or will it take mere single digit years to accomplish as those
humanistic and aware amongst us unite to give humanity an apparatus to accelerate its path on the road

of historic development? This is the choice we face. We have made ours. Will you?

The natural evolutionary process is characterized by expansion. This expansion is not defined by bloodily
carved out empires but through awareness building ¢ a civilization of consciousness. Mechanisms must
be developed, in technology and philosophy, that prime humanity for greater international cohabitation

through a policy of awareness building.

THE WHY

It is no coincidence that as new dimensions of humanity are discovered and brought to bear through
mutual awareness things generally improve. We can point to the European discovery of the Americas as
a precursor to the Enlightenment and the economic exchanges between the Americas and Europe (the
Columbian Exchange) which in turn can be seen as the basis for the Industrial Revolution and subsequent
economic growth. Progress increases proportionately to awareness. This is why we must build
provisions for transnational connection on a fundamentally human level. We must cooperate and
commiserate, not as this nationality or that identity, but as humans making provisions for our prosperity

and survival as a species.




| THE HOW
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human consciousness-building so humanity can emerge out of a mere biological existence and into a

social and political one. This is done through the extensive advocacy of human culture, an international

identity, and promoting an altruistic commitment to humanity above all nations. Any cause that believes

it can build supranational cooperation while tolerating and allowing regressive ethnic loyalties are

fooling themselves. There is no safe level of self-ignorance or awareness contraction. Such mentalities

are to fight against the inevitable course of historical law that may be delayed, but never destroyed.

CONVICTION 5 - CONSENT/DOMESTIC

SOCIAL REVOLUTION AND POLITICAL REDEFINITION TO FACILITATE THE RISE OF TRULY
CONSENSUAL GOVERNMENTS BACKED UP BY A STRONG CIVIL SOCIETY.

THE WHAT
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A massive mobilization of human capital behind the objectives of social development, human
consciousness building, and the convening of grassroots humanitarians in frequent meetings. These
grassroots meetings will form councils which allocate democratically collectivized wealth to social
innovators and those who have well thought through plans to incite the fundamental betterment of
society. In this, Synthesis and affiliate organizations seek to better the quality of civil and democratic
society. In order to build democracy, the approach has too often been a top-bottom theory where the
government is not a reflection of society but rather an arbitrary intervener in it. To invigorate a society to
embrace democracy and understand how to operate within the democratic system it must be organized
along the lines of traditional and well-known social conventions. It is necessary, at this point, to illustrate
two things. Synthesis regards democracy as a doctrine that must be adopted through choice and political
evolution. Synthesis, nor any of the organizations it creates, will force or co-opt governments into
adopting democratic structures that society does not desire. It will not ignore or shun non-democratic
regimes. That being said, it does regard democracy as the best form of government for defending human
rights and regardless of the government type, Synthesis will endeavor to defend these rights both
peacefully and if necessary militantly. If in this defense it is decided that a government's structure will

only give rise to more abuses, it will be changed.

When it is said that Synthesis seeks to improve the quality of democracy it does not mean the spreading
of a superficial form of it to non-democratic nations. It means the cogent improvement of democratic
society in those countries that already have democratic structures, which are a great many. There are
two initiatives through which Synthesis will endeavor to do this. First, the strengthening of society by the
convening of people's parliaments that deal with local issues and also provide a means for people to
participate in the supranational structure. The formation of these grassroots humanitarian councils will
give rise to aggregate discussion groups for the immediate redress of social ills. These councils will take a
bottom-up approach, mobilizing people directly, rather than waiting for the orders of government to
listlessly trickle down. Second, Synthesis advocates a new system of government by consent based on
the tenant that democracy is not necessarily congruent with this idea when support for a particular

government has dropped below a certain critical threshold.

This conviction also allows provisions to be formed that modify the rules of war to protect civilian lives
and make governments more accountable to their civilian populations. As a consequence, the structure
of society will hold government exceptionally accountable to the policies that it forms at home and

abroad by virtueof 8 2 OA S @ Q& Y I Ehidmeanhitht ciyilfaris Williba Boye Politically
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competent to vote, protest, and make the popular will known to those in power. The quality of a
consent-based political system is determined by the education and organization of society along
humanitarian lines. An atomistic society, a radically individualistic one, will only have an exceptionally
superficial democratic life-span where nobody involves themselves in the betterment of the collective

beyond the act of voting.

THE WHY

To improve the quality of political participation where citizens control their own destiny through
organizational social frameworks. Democracy is not always government by consent. When a government
maintains less than a specified percentage of support from its own population it should be dissolved. Not
dragged out until the population is so sick of the hypocrisy and mistakes of those it no longer wills in
power it loses all faith in politics. This is not to mention the fact that once the government has lost mass
support its agendas are compromised and few initiatives can be enacted for the betterment of society.
This will not only strengthen democracy and social faith in politics but result in the leaders that are most
capable of leading getting their chance to shine early rather than idly waiting for an unpopular and

incompetent government's term to end.

An organized society is more capable of keeping tyrannies at bay because an internationally connected
and educationally enlightened society will have the ability to recognize political regression, the
organization necessary to overthrow tyrannies, and the ability to mobilize in order to redress social

ills.

THE HOW

The consent of a population to a particular government must be carefully monitored by specialized
electoral commissions who retain the power to call for a vote of no confidence in the government. Such
a vote cannot be initiated by society itself but by experts who recognize and can prove that electoral

trends are working overwhelmingly against the government. There cannot be an infinite amount of



elections but rather a competent oversight of government support in society so government by consent

can flourish alongside democracy and the two can become synonymous.

In order for such a system to work, representative democracy will have to be circumvented and
reorganize itself next to a parallel system of direct democracy. Obviously a balance must be struck
between the two so the consent of direct democracy can be blended with the decisiveness of
representative democracy. Some spheres, such as foreign policy, necessitate the latter. While other
spheres such as local governance and the allocation of a specified budget of resources can be entrusted
to the collective hands of the public. As the system evolves, perhaps more specialized tasks can be
entrusted to collective assembilies of citizens. No matter how specific nations approach the issue, the
general idea is to revitalize politics in the eyes of the public by giving citizens a greater and more
structured role in governance beyond the act of voting. At present, the public of most democratic
societies spurn even voting because they believe politics is the business of dusty hypocrites who curry
favor when they're running for office, but disregard the public when they're in power. The system must
be changed to facilitate a change in perception and so as to improve the quality of democracy, policy,

public life, and politics.

The manifestation of this conviction is relatively low down the list because bringing international order
through the establishment of a humanitarian vanguard and independent armed forces, the containment
of poverty and advancement of education through organized NGOs, and the formulation of a civil society
body strong enough to bring about these reforms, must take precedence in order for more specific
reforms to take root and flourish. This conviction is not therefore part of the primary agenda of
Synthesis, but can be adopted by those interested in inciting domestic reform along Neoist and

humanitarian lines.




CONVICTION 6 - CULTURE/IDENTITY

DEFINITION OF A STRGGLY COMPOSED INTERNONAL COMMUNITY OFLANETARY
CITIZENS AND HUMANULTURE

THE WHAT

A human culture composed of a general loyalty to supranational political institutions and a foundation of
an international citizenship. This international culture is based on a concern for the collective human
condition and the growing necessity to protect civilian lives from wars waged all over the world through
the establishment of sectors where no military conflict is acceptable. This international humanistic

culture takes form in a devotion to protecting innocents and the sanctity of life. Such a mentality must

be planted and take root in transnational political discourse to give rise to a normative international

regime of civilian protection.

Human culture is essentially the popular propagation and promotion of solidarity between citizens to
counteract the power of those actors who would incur civilian death and social suffering in the name of
military conflict. The prevention of this must come in the form of a comprehensive culture and lifestyle
orientated toward defending innocent life not personally but conceptually. Such a culture will be
protected and served through the formation of a truly open international community led by the
international humanitarian classes - i.e. NGO officials, global citizens, and others that have affirmed a
loyalty to humanity as a collective. The primary aim of human culture, in its construction, is to make such
a choice feasible socially and later politically. No politician can maintain a working and consistent loyalty
to people outside their country. There is no sphere to allow for that kind of altruism. It must be

established socially in the form of convictions 2 and 5 and politically in the form of conviction 1.

Humanitarian mentalities have existed throughout history but nobody has endeavored to construct a
humanitarian ethos for mass-consumption and the effective collective action of humanitarians toward
establishing this. Synthesis proposes that this mass-ethos comes in the form of something that all
humans can relate to and find it in themselves to value and die for: life. In this, there is a vision of

humans rising up as one declaring certain sectors of civilian inhabitation barred to all forms of military
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action both domestic and foreign, the holistic and universal prospect of nuclear disarmament, and the
basic affirmation of security protected by an identity and an ethos that should be well-defined and

collectively upheld.

Finally, there should be the formation of a citizenship that maintains an allegiance to the principles

outlined in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the Articles of Affirmation, and several other

international covenants that those who identify with a planetary citizenship base their allegiances and

political attitudes.

THE WHY

The failures of all global institutions has been the cumulative consequence of a failure to introduce
principles of human rights and internationalism into domestic societies and make them function at a
grassroots level as well as at the superstructure. A popular culture and identity upholding human rights
has the capacity to change this. This is in contrast to the United Nations that has resonated an elitist
mentality by only allowing the most qualified to be associated with the organization in proactively
advocating its agendas. Thus, a strong anti-UN mentality has grown up around its refusal to engage
society and the organization's evident facelessness. Even though pro-UN movements exist, these are
sidelined by the UN leadership not wanting to recognize the potential in engaging civil society and
people's movements to circumvent national interest. The entire international community therefore
possesses no expansive mobility because international ideals have been confused with national interest
because the United Nations has only engaged governments while leaving civil society fragmented,
powerless, and unable to act against sovereign power structures in order to defend humanistic virtues.
In this sense the United Nations have sold out an opportunity to engage the prime advocators of human
rights in favor of governments, entities that in an anarchic international system can't practically afford to

pay human rights any more than lip-service.

To mandate a new international order through the establishment of a new set of political norms is to
steadily circumvent the destructive legacies of history and the manifestations of war and pestilence. A
new international culture has the capacity to revitalize the old international cause since representatives
of global institutions are today obligated by the system to be little more than agents of national

interest. The introduction of an international citizenship will harmonize loyalties amongst supranational

participants so real cooperation can flourish on a transnational level without the regressive concern of

national interest that destroys the very fabric of human cooperation and cohabitation.

THE HOW

The building of an international culture is not something that can take place overnight. It is thus a long
term aim of Synthesis to create the popular perceptions and norms that can act as the basis for a new
international regime. This is mainly to be done through the mass media and artistic projects where the
necessity of a strong loyalty to the human condition and a condemnation of the destruction of innocent
civilian life are conveyed through various media. A steady outflow of music, art, videos, television
programs, short stories, and other forms of media propagating the fundamental values of human
solidarity can only benefit the international cause and is something that conventional international
institutions lack today. As for the creation of an international citizenship, there is a substantial amount of
work being undertaken by other institutions in building it as an abstract and legal concept. All is needed

is a strong international institution to bring it into being.




CONVICTION 7- LEADERSHIP/INTEEST

PRIMORDIAL LEADERSHIP OF HUMANITY TO COORDINATE IN THE INTEREST OF ITS COLLECTIVE
NECESSITIES

THE WHAT

An apparatus forever improving its capabilities to understand and protect collective human interest.

These interests are primordial in nature and constitute the survival and prosperity of global society

above all things. Transnational threats to human security and well-being are rife and in the end it will

take a supranational authority to protect fundamental human interest. This is a mandating conviction,

one that necessitates the existence of a humanitarianvanguardz | YR A& (G(KS bS2AaiQa

provide elemental security so more complex discourse can flourish without the threat of atrocity.

There is a necessity to address the unity in interest of humanitarian entities and stipulate how to build a
truly united and organized humanitarian apparatus to defend the collective interests of humanity. There
are three governing principles of how to organize a humanitarian movement. First, there is the three tier
system that organizes levels of interaction within the organization itself. In the first tier, at the top of the
hierarchy, there exists a leader for specific departments that appoints a cabinet to render decisions on
relevant issues. 7 of these departments exist, as stipulated in the manifesto, each with their own leader
and cabinet. The first tier constitutes the executive. The second tier consists of various organizational
bodies enlisted by the leadership of the relevant department to implement the decisions decided by the
executive. These are essentially implementers. The third tier consists of broad membership, local clubs,
individuals, and grassroots advocates. Each of the 7 departments has all three tiers each of which are

specialized to perform in their respective fields.

The second governing principle is democratic centralism. In a young movement it is necessary to have
decisive leadership yet maintain consent and this is what democratic centralism, when used in its pure
from, affords us. There are two aspects to democratic centralism. First, there is the concept of hierarchy,
the centralist aspect, where the decisions concerning the movement as a whole are made in the first tier

and it is the duty of the subsequent two spheres to implement those decisions (this does not mean that



policy of a certain nature cannot be outsourced to them). To make up for the centralization of power in
the hands of the 7 departments each tier is elected by the tier below it. This is the democratic
component. The membership base elects certain officials within the organizational structure of the

second sphere; the organizational structure elects its relevant official within the 7 departments.

The third and final governing principle is the concept of oversight. When entities are elected their
appointments have to be ratified by an assembly of professionals to ensure the quality of the candidate.
If these officials reach the decision that a certain choice was inappropriate they can nullify the election of
that official by either calling for a new vote or going with the voters' second choice if deemed
appropriate. The oversight is necessary so there is a standard of competence as well as a standard of

consent and to protect the humanitarian movement from ill-conceived majoritarian whims.

THE WHY

In simple terms: human potential. In the pursuit of complex political & social objectives we often lose
sight of the basics. A significant proportion of humanity is living in a state of utter destitution. Rarely do
we ask in the frenzied political obsession with short-term interest how many potentially great humans

are losing their lives and opportunities in the climates of poverty, disease, and war. We d2 Yy Q G fz22 1

beyond the surface into the long term objectives of humanity partly in service to our own interest and
partly because we have no substantial way to. The building of a humanitarian movement will change all
that by allowing a transnational apparatus to flourish both decisively and consensually thus creating a

basic foundation and provide the first step to humans to governing themselves as a whole.

The three tiers are necessary in order to allow for different spheres of interaction. Only a fraction of a
particular organization or individual's activities will be expected to serve the will of the humanitarian
core - in the Synthesis model of the 7 departments - whilst leaving them free for the most part to pursue
their own policies as long as they are in keeping with the broad precepts of the movement. lItis
necessary to avoid confusion of the collective will with individual freedoms and this is what the three tier
system facilitates. In the third tier we are individuals, in the second tier we are organizations, and in
the first tier we are one. So it is with the humanitarian movement, so must it be with humanity:

individuals, nations, and all of us. The interests of all of us must be served by a supranational body that is
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transcendent of national and individual interests yet mindful of them while governing the most

comprehensive definition of the collective: humanity.

THE HOW

Through swift realization and action toward the objective of elemental human leadership so that
humanity can be uplifted from a mere biological existence and be converted into a social and political
one. Adherence to the fundamentals of human leadership should register as the sole mandate of any
supranational formation. Any movement strong enough to espouse and pursue the ambition of forming
a new global order of human solidarity will lead humanitarians to victory over the ultimate menace to
the human condition: the obsolete system of division that clutters the political system and compromises

our potential as a species.
